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	Arizona Exemplary Program Profiles
The following programs were selected for in-depth analysis for two reasons. First, each was chosen to represent a cluster of programs in Arizona of similar size and organization. Secondly, the sites described here have demonstrated strong outcomes with students and/or apply highly effective strategies regarding dropout prevention. Each represents a different kind of educational model for improving student participation, learning outcomes, and school completion.

The profiles also include the Key Themes identified in the research literature and the quotations from staff and directors. They are organized differently, however, in order to tell a more coherent “story” about each program, particularly about its strengths. There are no “live links” between themes in the profiles and Key Themes because the same information is repeated in the quotations pages. 

Primavera Online High School (Technology-based distance learning program that also provides credit recovery)

Ronald C. Bauer Charter High School (AIBT) (Small charter school with CTE emphasis in the medical arts)

Jobs for Arizona’s Graduates (Multi-site program based on a well-developed national model, Jobs for America’s Graduates.)

Ponderosa High School in Coconino County Regional Accommodation District (Alternative high school program)

Mesa Unified School District - OnTrack Program (District-wide credit recovery, tutoring, after school, and summer school program with coordinated services)

Baboquivari High School - Indian Oasis Program (Multiple-service program serving Native American students)
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
