Completion Report Narrative Questions
This completion report must be completed and submitted to the ADE/ESS Funding Unit no later than 90 days after the end of the project period, using the ADE Online Reporting Grants Management System.  The address is www.ade.az.gov/gme or click on link Grants Management Homepage
The Completion Report includes the following information:

· The financial report showing actual expenditures 
· Capital expenditure pages, as appropriate, and;

· The program narrative page(s).

Remember:

· The session time allowed for entering information into the Grants Management System is 30 minutes without usage (saving data).
· When entering large amounts of data it is strongly recommended that you

monitor your time and Save/Continue before the end of the 30-minute period or…
· Save and exit the application, then re-enter and resume the process. Only the data you

last saved will remain.
· Where appropriate, answer offline and re-enter the process to copy and paste the answers to the online application boxes.

· Do not use bullets or numbering systems in your responses

· If your financial records are kept by the county superintendent office, they will receive your completion report prior to the receipt by the ADE.  Please allow sufficient time for their review and approval which is included in the 90 day time frame.

Remember:   The deadline for submission is 90 days after the grant ending date.  Failure to submit all components of the report will result in current year funds being interrupted as of 120 days after the project ending date.  Your district’s carryover amendment(s), if applicable, will not be processed until the completion report is finalized.  

NOTE:  The requirement to maintain an inventory of all capital equipment purchased with IDEA funds and costing $300 or more continues to be in effect.  However, submission of such inventories to the ADE/ESS is no longer required.   The audit reports required for IDEA entitlement grants will verify compliance with the record keeping requirements.  

Program Narrative
